Ask the Celebrity!
Students are divided into pairs. Students A and B take a card, one plays the role of the celebrity 

and the other plays the role of the interviewer. Give them some time to think about the 

questions and the answers. When they have finished speaking, students take another card and 

change roles.

You can also ask your learners to come up with a question that is not in the card and make up 

the answer.
